GENERAL INFORMATION

About Camp:
Rotary Scout Camp is a residential, 5-day camp designed for scouts with special needs. Our
program and camp is set up to assist all campers in having a successful camping experience.
Most campers attend camp individually rather than with their home troop. Unless attending
with their home troop, campers will be split up among provisional camp troops including
separate male/female troops; and most will be paired 1:1 with a staff person who will serve as
their buddy for the week. Staff and campers are divided into troops and travel to activities
including merit badges and swimming as a troop. Their staff will help them as needed with daily
hygiene, traveling around camp, mealtime, program activities,
swimming, and merit badges. No matter their level, our goal is for all
campers to be successful with everything they do.

Camper Registration
Camper registration can be completed online. The registration form can be found online at
hoac-bsa.org under: Camping, Scout Camping, Rotary Scout Camp.

Arrival Time at Camp/Check In:

The arrival time for campers begins at 9:00 am on Tuesday, July 8, 2025. Once your application
is processed, you will receive a link to complete additional paperwork online. This link is also
online hoac-bsa.org under: Camping, Scout Camping, Rotary Scout Camp. As camp gets closer,
please be on the lookout for any additional details regarding camper check-in including specific
arrival time. Arriving within your specific timeframe will help expedite check-in and keep the
line moving.

Camp Phone: The camp phone number is (816) 246-6311. This phone is answered 24 hours per
day. In the event of an emergency and you are unable to reach anyone at this number, you may
contact Austin Shults at (816) 518-7156.

Departure: On Saturday, July 12, 2025, at 5:00 PM (or immediately after closing campfire) camp
will officially close. Parents and caregivers are required to report to the Camp Office to check
your Scout out, prior to the campfire. THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT; all campers must be checked
out. All campers must be picked up by 5:00 pm to allow staff to clean camp and be dismissed.
The camp office will be closed from 3:45 pm until after the campfire.

Directions to Camp: The Rotary Youth Camp is easy to find. The camp is located on the south
side of Lake Jacomo on Colbern Road at 22310 E. Colbern Rd, Lee’s Summit, MO 64086.
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Medical Treatments: Rotary Scout Camp will have a Doctor, Nurses, and other medical
professionals on staff at camp 24 hours a day. Any emergency cases will be taken to the hospital
deemed best for treatment of injury, but will generally be Truman Lakewood or St. Luke’s East
Hospital. If this is the case, you will be contacted immediately.

Physical: Included is a physical form which MUST be completed within the past 12 months of
July 12, 2025, and signed by a medical physician (M.D. or D.0.). The physical MUST be presented
to the Camp Physician at the time of check-in. No camper will be allowed to remain at camp
without one. All parts must be completed and signed. If there are any special instructions for
any medications, please put a sheet with those instructions in the physical form. Please fill
these out in detail.

Medication:

All medications must be turned in to the health office at check-in and will be distributed by
camp medical personnel as prescribed. This includes any over-the-counter medication.

PLEASE NOTE: Prescriptions must be sent in the original container or packaging and should only
include the total amount needed for the camp session. Exceptions will be made for those
prescriptions on “pill punch cards.”



In addition, you will receive an email to complete additional information for medications. It is
important to complete this form prior to camp to help with the speed of check-in. You may
email a copy of the completed health form to shults.austin@gmail.com prior to camp for the
medical team to review (this will help expedite check-in).

Summer Food Service Program: This is a form at the end of this packet and is required by the
Rotary Youth Camp. We are participating in a government food program. All campers under the
age of 18 must have this form completed. If you do not qualify for free or reduced lunches,
simply put your name and “does not qualify.”

Dietary Requests: The Rotary Youth camp provides all meals to us at no cost. Accommodation
for those scouts with special dietary needs will be made. Please make sure we are aware of the
need, and we will work with the camp. Many campers who have extensive needs work directly
with the camp prior to arrival making sure meals will be accommodated. If this is the case for
your camper, we can put you in contact with the camp directly. All dietary requests must be
made by July 1st.

Parents Attending Camp:

Most of our campers come to camp without their parents/guardians. Parents who wish to
attend camp with their camper must be a full-time staff member and attend staff training. To
allow for camper growth, we do not encourage parents to be their camper’s staff buddy.
Parents can staff in the same troop as their camper but we have experienced the best results
when parents are paired with another camper. Staff applications are online at hoac-bsa.org.

Visitors: For the safety and security of all campers and staff, visitors during camp are not
encouraged but will be allowed during the hours of 10:00am and 4:00pm. If you come to camp
to visit your Scout, you must check into the camp office and receive a visitor’s wrist band. On
Friday, July 12", we will be having our closing night campfire when we welcome and encourage
all visitors. Visitors are welcome to arrive beginning at 3:30 pm. Campfire begins at 4:00pm.

Camp Security: The safety of our campers and staff is our number one priority. Campers are
paired with staff in provision troops. Campers travel together with their troop to/from each
activity. All visitors are required to check in at the camp office and receive a visitor’s wristband
if authorized to visit program areas. All visitors must be accompanied by a staff member. Asin
previous years, we will continue to have a night watch crew that remains up and alert on
property during the overnight hours.

Other items which are generally used every day and extras.

Please note: To expedite evening showers, we will be providing showers, soap, and shampoo.
You do not need to send this with your scout unless they have an allergy or preference with
what they use. This will save time on campers forgetting their shower supplies and having to go
back to their cabin/tent to pick them up. Additionally, we provide sunblock at the pool for all
campers.

To help
the health lodge staff expedite check-in and assist us in caring for your camper for the week, we
have a few tips for you. Please complete our medication form which will help with expedited
check-in. This form is online, and the link will be emailed to you from our camp director.

1. Medications are given four times during the day, three times with meals and at bedtime.
Please choose the best time for your camper to keep them on their schedule. Concerns
can be discussed at check-in.

2. Please send original containers with your camper. We need to know what medications
and doses your camper is receiving. Only send the amount needed for the camping
session.

3. Any of the medications listed such as Tylenol and Benadryl will be available in the health
lodge. Help us maximize our space by keeping those bottles at home unless your child
needs a specific form.
